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CVA is the Claritas Velocity Analysis
application. It is a highly interactive
application that can be used for initial
velocity model building, or reXning of
existing velocity models. The design
allows for easy, efXcient and enjoyable
analysis of any seismic data, whether it
is a high-volume 3D marine data or noisy
land data.

CVA starts up with a display of the
current stack as well as a colour coded
velocity map display. More analysis
windows can be opened, and all open
windows are linked and update in real
time, as edits are made on any window.
